Jill Bergman gave a report on a proposed bylaw amendment vote.

    A quorum is required to vote on amendments to bylaws, 30% farm members constitutes a quorum.  34 farm members, therefore 11 farms (2 votes per farm) requires 22 votes cast constitute a quorum.  Ammendments to change bylaws requires 2/3 majority of quorum to pass, which means 15 affirmative votes.  18 affirmative votes were received and 6 negative votes counted. Bylaw amendment passed requiring farm members to also be members of AOBA.

Dan Merrill gave a report on the Affiliate Congress and our 2nd Annual Wild West Alpaca Fleece Show scheduled for September.  

Linda Kenison reported on a lack of interest from our governors office in getting a declaration or anything for National Alpaca Farm Day from the governor.  A few of our farms will be participating, all were encouraged to get involved.

New Impaca! Trustees were announced.  Dan Merrill will serve for a year as president, Carla Llewellen will serve on the board, Londa Palmer will serve on the board, and Linda Kenison will serve as secretary, Ed Heintz will continue as treasurer.
